North Dakota Dietetic Association Awards Criteria

Criteria for Selection for Outstanding Dietitian of the Year:

· An active member of the NDDA/ADA for minimum of five years prior to May 1 of the previous year.

· Must be over 35 years of age as of May 1 of previous year.

· Must not be a past recipient of this award.

· Must meet 2 or more of the following:

A. Have made significant contribution to the NDDA/ADA and/or the profession of dietetics

through participation and service.

B. Have significantly provided a positive image of dietetics to other health professionals, peer

and the community through activities such as: conduction/coordinating professional meeting,

seminars or workshops; community service: service on advisory committees and work

to advance the profession.

C. Serve as a pacesetter and innovator for the profession, creating new opportunities for the

dietitian.

D. Increased public awareness and visibility of RDs and NDDA/ADA.

E. Furthered the profession by having published scientific research or by interpreting nutritional

information or information about the profession through the mass media.

Criteria for Selection for Recognized Young Dietitian of the Year:

· Member of the American Dietetic Association

· Must be less than 35 years of age by May 1 of previous year.

· Active participation in the national, state, or district association.

· Not previously selected as Young Dietitian of the Year.

· Demonstrated concern for the promotion of health and nutritional status of the population.

· Demonstrated leadership (i.e. in legislation, research, education, clinical dietetics, career

guidance, public relations, community nutrition, management) in the Association or employment.

Criteria for Selection for Golden Grains Award:

The purpose of this award is to honor a non-NDDA or corporation that has voluntarily donated

time or resources to NDDA. Persons submitting nominations must be active, registered and

NDDA members.

Criteria for Selection of Emerging Dietetics Leader Award:

The ADA Board of Directors established this award in October 1996. The NDDA board has

adopted to offer it to our association. This award recognized the competence and activities of

members, regardless of their age, who are at the beginning of their dietetic career.
